The identification of needs of the aged
is an essential and fundamental pro-
cess in establishing social welfare poli-
cies for the aged. This study aims at de-
veloping indicators relevant to the needs
of the aged and analyzing social care
for the aged in Korea. The needs indi-
cators are classified into four catego-
ries: D demographic and fiscal/budge-
tary category, (@) economic needs, 3
health care needs, and @ psycholocial
needs.

The research shows that social assi-
stance programs for the elderly poor
are desirable to meet minimum living
costs. Furthermore, there is a need to
establish intermediate facilities such as
short stay and day care centers for the
elderly, and to develop home help ser-
vices to reduce the burden on the fami-
ly of caring for the frail elderly.

Since the early 1980s, Korean-Afri-
can American conflicts have emerged

as one of most explosive issues of urban

America. In the context of economic
despair, many African American have
perceived Korean merchants as “aliens”
who have “taken over” their commu-
nity. In order to alleviate and prevent
tension between the two communities,
Los Angeles County Human Relations
Commission convened the meeting bet-
ween the two communities, and formed
the Black Korean Alliance(BKA) in
1986. The primary purpose of the BKA
was to disseminate positive informa-
tion and take preventive measures.
Despite attempts, tension escalated in
1991 when two African American cus-
tomers were shot and killed by a Ko-
rean American merchant in two sepa-
rate incidents. Therefore, it is extreme-
ly important for us to learn from the
failures of BKA. Korean American and
African American relations is like a
“key of dynamite” ready to explode. The
real challenge for Korean Americans
and African Americans is how to forge
coalition by maximizing commonalities
while minimizing differences before it
is too late.
